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The new NASA Aeronautics program structure consists of 3 major programs: Fundamental Aeronautics (FA) , Aviation Safety (AvS) and Airspace Systems.  Out of these programs, the Controls and Dynamics Branch (CDB) at NASA Glenn Research Center, Cleveland, OH, is performing propulsion controls and diagnostics research under the following: FA: Subsonic Fixed Wing, Subsonic Rotary Wing, Supersonics, Hypersonics projects; AvS: IVHM (Integrated Vehicle Health Management) and  IRAC (Integrated Resilient Aircraft Control) projects.  The charts list the various CDB activities under these programs and describe the distributed engine control technology development under subsonic fixed wing project in a little more detail.
