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The Flight Mechanics and Control faculty in the School of Aerospace at Georgia Tech no totals seven faculty members, plus five affiliated faculty members. This strong showing in control systems technology is spread cross several laboratories, including the Unmanned Aerial Vehicle Research Facility, the Air Transportation Laboratory, the Carefree Maneuver Laboratory, the LICCHUS lab (devoted to propulsion systems controls) and the Decision and Controls systems lab. Recently, a new entity, the Cognitive Engineering Center has been approved and started by Prof Amy Pritchett. This range of laboratories include activities such as vision-based flight of unmanned systems (Johnson), adaptive flight controls (Johnson), aggressive ground vehicle control (Tsiotras), spacecraft formation flight (Tsiotras), Vision-based navigation systems (Feron), Real-time software analysis (Feron), and Medical device control applications (Haddad).
