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Abstract

This presentation summarized the author’s participation in the NTSB investigation of the crash of American Airlines Flight 587 in November, 2001. The probability that a pilot-induced oscillation (PIO) or aircraft-pilot coupling (APC) contributed to the eventual loss of the aircraft vertical stabilizer is discussed. The role which rudder system sensitivity may have played in initiating the hypothesized PIO is explained.
